Yungaburra Markets will not be cancelied due to weather
conditions, unless a cyclone warning (not watch) has been
issued. Late cancellations may be accepted, considering
the situation and stock requirements. Stallholders who set
up must pay for their site regardless of weather or site

conditions. There are no wet weather discounts and
refunds will not be issued.
